[bookmark: _GoBack]ONLINE PIPING & DRUMMING CONTEST - INSTRUCTIONS 
1. All entries MUST BE received by the due date, which will be a week prior to the cutoff date for uploading videos.  Open Event pipers will be given the judge's choice of tunes within 48 hours.

2. All videos MUST BE received by the due date.

3. Both entry forms and videos may be submitted in advance of these dates once the contest has been advertised.
EVENT DESCRIPTIONS, POINTS TO NOTE
4. Juveniles. Note that the March may be in any time signature for these categories
a. Events 1-6.  Juvenile pipers on chanter, goose or pipes. 
b. Events 10-13. Juvenile drummers on stick & pad or snare drum.   

5. Pipers, MSR or 6/8 March.  If a tune of more than 4 parts is chosen, play all the parts.

6. Pipers, Piobaireachd. If entering both the Ground only, and also the Full, these should be two separate recordings even if it is the same tune.

7. Drummers.  All events except Strathspey & Reel to commence with 2 x 3 pace roll

8. Adult Open Pipers.  2 of each of March, Strathspey and Reel to be submitted for judges to choose which combination you will play.   Note you do not offer 2 MSR sets, but 6 tunes.

9. Adult Open Piobaireachd. 2 tunes to be submitted for judges to choose from. 

10. An Open competitor cannot enter an Amateur event.
MAKING THE RECORDING
11. At the start of the recording, clearly state the following before starting to play.  Juveniles may have a parent or tutor speaking this introduction
a. Your name
b. Name of the contest "London and South of England Branch RSPBA"
c. Event eg 8a Adult Amateur 2/4 March
d. Tunes to be played

12. Record your piece, doing your best to find a suitable environment without background noises or too much echo.

13. It is acceptable to march up and down, providing you are still in camera.

14. Save it in the format nn_ yourname.xxx where nn is the event you have entered eg 1a  so a completed file name could look like this    8b_jackieallan.mp4.  This saves a lot of renaming and makes the incoming files easier to sort. 

SENDING THE RECORDING
15. Recordings can be sent by a variety of means.  Be aware that if you have slow internet it may take up to an hour to upload your file via one of the following options.

a. Upload to your own YouTube channel
b. Upload to Wetransfer.com
c. Upload to your own Dropbox 

16. Send an email with the link to the organiser when you have uploaded it, clearly stating your name and what event you have uploaded.  This ensures that nothing gets lots in cyberspace.
ADJUDICATION
17. Juveniles.  As there may be relatively few entries per event, they are marked against an expectation for that level, and players will be graded as
a. Gold.   Substantially clean performance for the age group. No organic issues apparent but with allowance made for an odd slip that did not indicate anything systemic.
 
b. Silver.   Narrow range of issues were apparent, playing shows progress from the basics but work is still needed on a few specifics.

c. Bronze.   A good start to learning the instrument but deficiencies spread over a wider range indicating that the competitor was still wrestling with some of the basics.

18. Adults.  Players will be ranked 1-3 for a small field of entries and 1-5 where the field equals or exceeds 10 players. These ranked adult entries will be available for public viewing on the Branch YouTube channel.

19. A critique will be sent to every player within a week of the final adjudication.
